Check tide times to avoid being cut off by rising tide.

Do not explore the seashore alone.

Watch for changing weather.

Kia mataara ki ka karu - kauraka e huri tuara atu i a Takaroa
Look out for waves - never turn your back to the ocean.

Kia tapato ki ka wahi maeneene, ki ka toka titaha hoki

Soft mud can be dangerous. If you start to sink turn back.
Haria atu ka para ka kimihia ki te akau, whiua ki te ipu para ké
Pick up any rubbish found on the shore and dispose

of it appropriately.
